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The advanced certificate is intended for students who wish to gain in-depth, hands-on knowledge in data analysis, interpretation, and
management. The general educational background of a bachelor’s degree with a major in the appropriate field(s) of study is prerequisite to
this certificate. Courses taken for advanced certificate program may be applied to the Master of Science in Information Systems or Master of
Science in Business Administration degrees with the recommendation of the program adviser and approval from the Division of Graduate

Affairs.

=  Students must complete the 12 units of certificate coursework with a minimum grade point average of 3.0 with no

grade lower than a C (2.0).

= The Data Analytics Advanced Certificate must be completed within six years and a student must maintain good

academic standing.

=  Transfer limits for most advanced certificate programs are limited to a maximum of three units including courses taken
through SDSU Global Campus. For advanced certificates requiring more than 12 units, maximum transfer limits are
30% of degree units and must have the recommendation of the program adviser and the Dean of Graduate Affairs.

Current Degree Students adding Advanced Certificate:

Students in an advanced degree program that wish to add the
advanced certificate concurrently must be formally admitted
no later than halfway through the units required for the
advanced certificate.

Student must submit the Request for Permission to Enter an
Advanced Certificate Program (found on grad.sdsu.edu). The
Graduate Business Department and Graduate Affairs will
determine whether the student meets the minimum eligibility
requirements of the program before admitting the student into
the certificate program.

criteria specified under General Admission Requirements.
